Rules & Regulations 
 

1. Entry fee per institution is Rs. 500/- only. 
2. Each outstation Institute can send a team of max. 10 members and local institutes can send a 

team of 15 members and maximum 5 more at additional fee of Rs. 100/- each. 
3. Institutes are required to send their entry fee along with the confirmation letter. DD of the 

required amount should be sent in favour of IIIM, Jaipur. 
4. The team of each Institute would select a team leader, whose name should be intimated along 

with the confirmation letter. 
5. The team leader will have the sole authority to voice the grievances of the team members. 
6. The decision of the judges will be final and binding. 
7. The Institute will provide free meals, lodging facilities and local conveyance to the outstation 

participants. 
8. Female participants will be provided free boarding and lodging in the Girls hostel of the 

Institute, located in the premises. 
9. The Institute reserves the right to make any changes in the schedule that it deems fit. 

However, if there is any change in the number of participants’ etc., it shall be conveyed to 
you. 

10. The organization of any of the event is subject to cancellation without prior notice in case of 
insufficient number of participants for the same. 

11. Detailed rules for each of the competition will be communicated to you on receipt of your 
confirmation. 

12. Only the participants will be given the admittance for valedictory ceremony. 
13. Participants must carry their identity cards. 
14. The list of the participants should be sent on the letterhead of the Institute duly signed by 

authorized signatory.

PEN-UP 
Guidelines for contributors: 

1. Students of PG courses in Comp. Sc. / IT may participate in the event. 
2. Each team can submit only one paper. Each team should comprise not more than 3 students. 
3. Participants must send two copies of their research paper (neatly typed in double space with appropriate margins). 
4. The paper should be restricted to 7 pages. A short synopsis of the paper neatly typed, in double space not exceeding one page must also 

accompany the paper. 
5. The envelope should be superscribed “Best Research Paper Award” on top left hand   corner. 
6. The last date for receipt of the paper is October 18, 2007. 
7. Winners of the competition will be invited to give their presentation on October 27, 2007 on the eve of Montage 07. 
8. The presentation should not exceed 15 minutes each (+5 minutes for question answer session). 
9. The presenters must be prepared with OHP (transparencies) and power point presentations. 
10. The abstract must contain the following information: 

1. Title of paper. (Title case, bold, centered). 
2. Author(s) name(s) and contact details. 

It should adhere to the following conventions: 
Single line spacing, Font(Times New Roman), Font Size(11), Left justified, Margins 1 inch, Major headings (bold, capital), Minor 
headings(bold, title case). Please retain a copy for final abstract.
