Nature and Extent of involvement of faculty and students in academic affairs/ improvements

The institute encourages active participation of faculty and students in the enhancement of academic competence and has academic committees of students and faculty for each stream. The committees study, report and make recommendations on academic matters. 

The student representatives maintain regular communication with students and faculty on academic issues, recommend books and magazines for the library, propose conduct of special courses/academic activities, give suggestions on academic schedule and conceive and organize co-curricular activities and competitions related to the curricula in consultation with the respective faculty committees.

The faculty committee meets every six months to review emerging academic issues, to discuss priorities for the agenda in the next six months and to plan adhoc assignments pertaining to academic affairs, oversees work relating to student assessment/academic program evaluation, assesses resource needs and technology utilization, assesses operating procedure such as course scheduling and logistics, recommends programs for faculty development, recommends sessions for industry-institute interface and guest lectures, recommends acquisition of books and other academic resources and recommends conduct of special courses of academic importance for students.
