IIS has made a remarkable leap into the world of AI with a state-of-the-art Robotics & 

AI Lab, fostering innovation and future-ready skills through STEM education. 

The school is undergoing rapid infrastructural upgradation — classrooms now feature 

new furniture, the Computer Lab has been revamped, the entire third floor is air-

conditioned, and washroom renovations are in progress. Transport facilities, including 

buses and GPS tracking, have also been enhanced.  

Academic excellence is being encouraged through scholarships for meritorious students 

of Grade X. Interactive panels in Classes 1 and 2 have made learning more engaging 

and joyful. The management is also promoting carbon neutrality, giving the campus a

Coming to Board Result 2025 

We had excellent Board Results this year at SSE, SSCE, IGCSE and IBDP 

examinations. The SSE topper Aashi Jain scored 98.8%. We had 20 students scoring 

95% & above and 67 scoring 90% & above.  

Vanshika Gupta, the SSCE & Humanities topper was at 98.8%. Shriya Kothari – the 

Science topper was at 97%, and Kanishka Jain – the Commerce topper scored 96.4%. 

Many students from grade X and XII scored full marks i.e. 100/100 across various 

subjects.  

Kabir Sahni was the IBDP topper. 33% students scored a perfect grade point in 

Extended Essay & Theory of Knowledge with many scoring  grade point 6 out of 7 in 

various subjects. 

Yuvaan Sharma &Ishita Bansal were the IGCSE toppers scoring A* in various subjects.
